Or, which is of course also possible,
you might send the data file to Poland and you have the handover, takeover somewhera in
Poland, and someone drives there by car.

So, at the moment when we have support, in the worst case scenario I'll even have to commute
back and forth by car. That only reduces the response time, 50 you don't respond within hours.
Although we have to say that if you want to react very quickly, we are not at the point where
we are confident that we cam actually do that within six hours - | would say, from order to...
yes, aircraft, yes, airborne .. where are we then... And we only have precision... which is
unfortunately greater than three meters, which can be enough for a corresponding target. And
